REGULATIONS

on the Rating of participants in competitions held under the auspices
of the International Dance Studios and Clubs Association (IDSCA)


The IDSCA Rating System is a loyalty program that takes into account the performance activity and results of students and teachers at the IDSCA competitions.
1. The rating takes into account the performances of all participants in open competitions and Championships held under the auspices of the IDSCA in accordance with the approved Calendar.
2. Rating points are calculated separately for students and teachers.
3. Rating credit points are awarded to a participating couple for each performance on the dance floor; participants also receive additional points depending on the place taken. The coefficient of 2 is applied to the table of points (clause 12) when scoring points for participation in the IDSCA Championships.
4. For all competition participants, the overall rating is compiled without taking into account age groups. Scoring is also conducted for A, B, C age groups. The top 100 participants of each rating by age groups (Top-100 A, Top-100 B, Top-100 C) can take part in the IDSCA Championship “Top 100”.
5. Following the results of performances in the Scholarship category, a special rating “Best of the Best” is created. Rating points are calculated separately in each of the programs and age groups (for details, see the Regulations on the IDSCA Championship “Best of the Best”). At the year-end, the best 18 participants in each category are invited to participate in the IDSCA Championship “Best of the Best”.
6. Points earned by a student and a teacher cannot be cancelled, even if they have stopped performing together.
7. Participants, who do not participate in competitions for more than 1 year, lose all previously scored points.
8. Points for performances in competitions not included in the IDSCA Calendar, in competitions “on the invitation of the organizers” and in team meetings, are not scored in the Rating System.
9. On the promotional materials of the competition, the organizer of the competition approved by the IDSCA may indicate that it is included in the IDSCA Rating System.
10. The rating is updated on the 1st day of each calendar month.
11. The best 5 results for the last 12 months before the date of the last rating update are counted (for example, for the rating dated September 1 of the current year, the best 5 results are counted from September 1 of the previous year to August 31 of the current year).
